 1. February 27
th

 – March 2
nd

 (Required for Parents) 

Building level registration:  Bring paperwork to Glen Head School to meet with 

Kerry Ranaldo, secretary, and Mrs. Muth, school nurse, to review your child’s 

health records. 

 

2.     March 12
th

 (Optional Activity: Parent and Child) 

Welcome to Glen Head School “Story Time with the Principal” and take a ride 

on our school bus.  All will meet in the Library at 9:15AM.   (30 Minutes)  

 

      3. March 26
th

 – March 30
th

 (Required) (By appointment, 45 min. session) 

  Kindergarten Screening – This is required for all children. 

 

        4.         May 14
th

  (By appointment only, 30 min. session:  Parent and Child) 

First Classroom Visitation for the children. 

Students will visit a kindergarten classroom while parents meet for a workshop 

with Principal and PTO Representative. (Q & A)  

All will meet in the Library at their scheduled appointment time. 

(Session 1 – 3:00PM or Session 2 – 3:30PM) 

   

6. June 11
th

 – 1:30-2:00 PM - This visitation is required for all children. 

2
nd

 classroom visitation for the children. 

Children will visit a kindergarten classroom. 

Parents are invited to a workshop titled “Literacy and How to Help Your Child.” 

All will meet in the library at 1:30 PM.
