
Arrival and Dismissal Procedures 
Sea Cliff Elementary School 2009-2010 

Arrival: 
School begins at 8:25 AM.  Students should arrive at school at 8:15 AM.  Students will meet on the 
blacktop area and line up according to their class.  They will be escorted into the building by staff 
members who are supervising the area. 
 
Method of transportation  Drop off location 
Bus      Carpenter Avenue 
 
Car (drop off only)    Carpenter Avenue 
 
Car (park and walk) Please park on side streets and cross Carpenter Avenue at the 

Crossing Guard  
 
Walk Blacktop area on the west side of the building 
 
Reminder: Carpenter Avenue is ONE WAY, heading south, during arrival. 

• When dropping off at the front of the building, Carpenter Avenue, students should exit the car 
curbside. There is no parking on Carpenter Avenue between Franklin and Littleworth.  This area is 
for drop off and pick up only. 

• Parents wishing to park their cars should do so legally on the street.  There are many cars during 
arrival and dismissal.  Please use sidewalks and cross at the Crossing Guard on the corner of 
Carpenter and Franklin. 

• Students walking to school should gather on the blacktop area-behind the school. 
• During inclement weather, students will enter the building and report directly to their classrooms. 
• Dogs are not permitted on school property.

Method of transportation  Pick-up location 
Bus      Carpenter Avenue 
 
Car (park and walk) Please park on the side streets and cross Carpenter Avenue at 

Crossing Guard 
Walk Students will be released from the building at the front door, 

side doors on Franklin or side door on Littleworth.  
 
Reminder: Carpenter Avenue is blocked off for traffic, except buses, from 2:20-3:10. 

A note must be provided to your child’s teacher each time there is a change to the 
arrangements for dismissal. 
Students will be released from the building at various locations based on the location of 
their classroom.
